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Healthy Schools 
In Summer term 2020, we achieved our status of a healthy school. They suggested we apply for the enhanced healthy schools status and we have been working towards that. The enhanced healthy schools status will allow the development of wider thinking and planning and encourages us to achieve better outcomes around the health and well-being for our children. We developed two universal targets and one target for a specific group of children. 
Our two universal targets are: 
· Increase the number of pupils who have confidence and use strategies to build their self-esteem from 35 in Autumn Term to 75 by Summer term.
· Increase the number of days all pupils take part in the daily mile from 0/5 days in Autumn 2020 term to at least 3/5 days by Summer 2021 term
We chose year 6 as our targeted group and that target is: 
· Decrease the number of times an adult has to intervene to solve behavioural incidents from XX per week in Autumn 2020 term to XX per week by Summer 2021 
RSE
As part of the government’s decision to make Relationships and Sex Education (RSE) statutory from 2020, we have been ensuring that our school is ready for the statutory change. We have started to write our RSE policy and we have created the initial stages of writing our RSE curriculum. PSHE and RSE will be taught weekly and we will ensure that they are quality lessons that allow for questioning and broader thinking. We have signed up for PSHE association which will enable us to ensure our policy and curriculum are on the right paths.
