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There are currently 11 children on the SEN register, which is considerably reduced. (18 September 2019) Some children have been removed from the register because their interventions were successful and they have achieved their targets. 
However, I have has discussions with teachers, during our recent SEN staff meeting, and there are many more children for whom teachers have concerns. At the moment these addition children will have class interventions. It may be that, when these are reviewed after half term, these children may also require a 1 plan and will be added to our SEN register.
At the moment numbers are – 
Yr 1 – 0 (although there are concerns about 2 children who are most likely to need support)
Yr 2 – 1 
Yr 3 – 4 
Yr 4 – 0 
Yr 5 – 5 
Yr 6 – 1

As SENCo my priority is to reach out to those parents who have not had a 1 plan meeting since before lockdown. 
Phonics need to be closely monitored especially for those children who are now in yr 3 and who had failed their year 1 phonics test. The support needed for year 3’s is mainly reading and writing. These children have a new teacher & LSA, both are new to this year group. An additional LSA is now supporting this class and she has a sound knowledge of phonics and recording interventions. I hope to work with her and the team to share this expertise. 
Further up the school, particularly in years 5 & 6 the main concern is children’s social and emotional wellbeing and friendship groups. The year 6 children have been identified as a focus group for our Healthy School’s status. 
I will be having 1 Plan meetings with several new families to support them with social and emotional difficulties. These meetings offer considerable reassurance to the parents, building positive relationships for all involved. 
Teachers have expressed concerns about 4 new children who have recently started at Matching Green school. These present as having difficulties either academically or emotionally. 
I will meet with teachers again before half term to discuss SEN in their classes, as I do every year. We will identify groups of children and put in place targeted interventions that are reviewed at least termly.
